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Accessing the IIIV Fab.
Management of the IIIV Fab is facilitated by the web based myfab LIMS system. This system primarily manages:

1. Access to the Fab
2. Access to use process tools

3. Booking of process tools

4. Logging of jobs done on process tools

5. Charging for Fab usage and tool usage
Applying for access
You will need to fill in an online application form to apply for access to the Fab. 
Go to http://lims.tyndall.ie and click the membership link and fill in the application form online – guidance below.
For Company/University please write Tyndall, UCC, etc.
For Department please use the Tyndall group that you belong to i.e. Photonics, Micro Nano etc.
For Laboratory/Group please use the department of the charge code that you will be using, i.e. P3, F4 etc.

For Project name please give the name of the project that will be used to cover your monthly access and process charges.

For Project ID please use the charge code for your project. This is the internal Tyndall charge code and should consist of numbers only, i.e. for Tyndall charge code 1087 F4, just enter 1087. Please note you will get an unhandled error notice if text characters are entered in this field.
Please also provide the name of your supervisor and give your reason for wishing to use the Fab in the Supplementary info section.

You will be notified of the next date for the Fab induction. You will need to also provide the form <TYNDALL_035F16_Lab_Responsibilities_for_Supervisors.doc> signed by your supervisor.
Using the Fab
After you have completed the induction and submitted Tyndall 035F16 form, you will be given access to the Fab. You can apply for training on particular process tools if you have a genuine need to use these tools. Once you have been trained on a particular tool you can make bookings and log usage through the LIMS system. You can find more information on how to use LIMS by selecting the ‘Info’ menu on the LIMS homepage.

Process tools are divided into three categories in LIMS. These are:

1. Tools which can be booked and where it is compulsory to log your use of the tool. These are the major process tools where usage is charged by the hour.
2. Tools which can be optionally booked if a particular time slot is required such as the furnaces or the rapid thermal annealer.

3. Tools where booking and logging are not necessary. This category covers support equipment such as microscopes.

There is a general help manual which gives guidance on using LIMS which is available from the LIMS homepage under the Info > General documents tab. 
Please note that there is a monthly access charge for using the Fab for all active users which is charged to the charge code given by you on your application. Similarly there is also a charge for using the major pieces of process equipment.
